Keeping Children Safe in Education

The statutory guidance ‘Keeping Children Safe in Education’ published in April 2014, asks schools
to ensure that they raise awareness of Female Genital Mutilation (FGM). Female Genital
Mutilation occurs mainly in Africa and to a lesser extent, in the Middle East and Asia. Although it is
believed by many to be a religious issue, it is a cultural practice. There are no health benefits. In
England and Wales, 23,000 girls under 15 could be at risk of FGM. FGM is a form of child abuse
and is illegal in the UK. This procedure often takes place in the summer, and schools are alert to

the possibility of FGM as a reason why a girl in a high risk group is absent from school or taking an

extended holiday to a high risk country. Please refer to the school’s safeguarding policy for more

information on how we address the issue of FGM.
